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ACRYLIC AND STAINLESS STEEL MIRROR CLEANING INSTRUCTIONS:

If your Acrylic Mirror needs to be cleaned you should use a soft cotton cloth or micro-fiber cloth. A small amount of household window cleaner like Windex may be used but do not let the cleaner sit on the mirror. You should wipe off the mirror immediately after using the cleaner. You can also use water.

Cotton will not scratch the mirror surface however grit caught in the cloth may cause scratching. It is important to use a clean cloth. 

For the Stainless Steel mirrors, the same applies, with the exception of the cleaner. Any non-abrasive window cleaner can be used on the stainless steel mirrors. 
OK TO USE:
· COTTON Cloth or MICROFIBER Cloth

· Small Amounts of a window Cleaner – NOTE: It is the Ammonia that is hard on Acrylic.

· Rubbing Alcohol

· An Acrylic Cleaning Kit (example: P-123 Plastic Cleaner from See-All Industries) 

· Lemon Pledge

DO NOT USE:
· PAPER TOWELS or Towels with dirt on them

· Ammonia (Acrylic Mirrors) 

· LAQURE THINNER or any Harsh Chemical

· SYNTHETIC PLASTIC BASED CLOTH – Only Cotton or Microfiber Cloth.
GLASS MIRROR CLEANING INSTRUCTIONS: 

  OK TO USE:

· Any recommended class cleaner

· Paper towels or a cloth.

DO NOT USE:

· Abrasive Sanding Material

· Paint thinners 

GENERAL MIRROR MAINTENANCE:

· Generally, no Maintenance is required for the back or mount.

· When changing the mirror angle, loosen the screws around the locking swivel mount ½ turn each before attempting to reposition the mirror. Trying to force the mirror may cause damage to the lens, back or swivel ball socket.

· The hard backed mirrors (Black) can get wet but are not designed for prolonged exposure moisture. The Steel-Backed mirrors are, however, made to stand up to outside conditions. Some rusting may occur on the mount or screws but in most areas, it would be many years before it could become a problem. If the mirror is located along a costal area where the steel back is exposed to ocean salt spray, or in a place where the mirror is exposed to a high amount of water, you can spray the mount after installation with a rust resistant paint. Doing so would greatly reduce the amount of rusting around the mount. 
· There are products available made to clean and protect acrylic mirrors as well as products to clean and protect stainless steel mirrors. While we are unable to recommend or indorse any of those products we have found them to be helpful in protecting the mirror surface when the mirror is in rather harsh environments ex; outside along the coast.       
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
